What is Arabic-Malayalam? Navigating Linguistic

Arabic and Malayalam Script and Language

Abstract

This study examines the linguistic and sociocultural dynamics of Arabic-Malayalam, a scripto-linguistic
tradition developed by Kerala’s Mappila Muslims, which transcribes Malayalam in Arabic script while inte-
grating lexical and grammatical elements from Arabic, Tamil, Persian, and Sanskrit. Emerging from precolonial
trade and religious exchanges, Arabic-Malayalam served as a vital medium for Islamic literary and devotional
expression until its marginalization in the 20th century due to reformist standardization favoring Brahminized
Malayalam. Through linguistic analysis of phonological adaptations (e.g., diacritic modifications, consonant
clusters) and morphological hybridity (e.g., gender markers, case inflections), the study interrogates Arabic-
Malayalam’s contested status as a ‹language› versus ‹dialect›, situating it within Sheldon Pollock’s framework
of “cosmopolitan vernaculars.” It critiques colonial and postcolonial erasure of Arabic-Malayalam literature,
exposing caste and linguistic biases that excluded it from Kerala’s canonical literary history. The article dem-
onstrates how Mappila poets navigated multilingualism, blending Arabic cosmopolitanism with regional Dravidian
poetics. Findings reveal Arabic-Malayalam as a product of transregional Indian Ocean networks, yet its
suppression reflects hegemony of Sanskritized Malayalam. The study advocates for reevaluating Arabic-
Malayalam’s role in shaping Kerala’s pluralistic literary heritage and challenges narratives that equate linguistic
‹purity› with cultural legitimacy.
